Servants At Work is a program open to those age 13 to 18 years of age.  Partici-
pants serve at camp for a week and/or weekend helping out in the kitchen, dining 
hall, canteen, and on various service projects.  They join the summer staff for 
daily devotions, learn the importance of serving others, and make new friends 
along the way.  For each week served participants receive $92.50 off of a week of 
camp, each weekend served receives $45 off of a week of camp.  To be consid-
ered for the SAW program you must return a completed SAW application 
(available on the camp website) to the camp office by May 1st, 2010.  Acceptance 
to the program is based upon availability, need, and prior service experience.

The foundations of this week 
could save a life—an eternal life. This camp uses the Wilderness 
Camp facilities and is limited to 20 campers 

GIRLS VOLLEYBALL CAMP

Camp Rules

If any clothing items 
are in question please do not bring them to camp. 

5. Cabin raiding is not permitted. 
6. Any camper causing property damage will be held responsible for the repair/

replacement cost. 
7. All cars are to be parked in specified areas. Vehicles are not to be used 

within the camp area. No tampering or practical jokes are permitted with any 
vehicle. 

Camper Safety 
· All staff, deans, and faculty are carefully recruited and screened using back-

ground checks. 
· A Trained Medical Personnel will be on duty every week to dispense medi-

cation, administer first aid, and determine if additional attention is needed. 
· American Red Cross Certified Lifeguard(s) will be supervising the camp pool 

at all times. 
· Certified facilitators supervise the high ropes course to ensure participants 

safety. 
· All staff at Rock River Christian Camp are trained in CPR and First Aid. 

Medications 
All medications must be checked in with the Trained Medical Personnel upon 
arrival at the camp. They must be in their original container marked with the 
camper’s name. No daily use containers.
