What Does RRCC Have To Offer? 
Rock River Christian Camp has 94 acres including three camping locations, each with its 
own unique environment and feel. Our recreational facilities include a large swimming 
pool, a high ropes course, children’s play area, and ample acres of wooded wonderland.  
Please look over the following descriptions to determine which camp setting is best for you.   

MAIN CAMP 
This camp offers something for everyone.  Creative themes dominate 
each week of camp with scheduled chapel, Bible lesson, recreation, 
swimming, missions, canteen breaks, campfire, and much more each 
day.  Campers and faculty stay in cabins that are close to the bathhouse 
and dining hall. 

TEDDY BEAR CAMP 
This is a fun overnight experience for campers going into 1st or 2nd 
grade to come check out RRCC for the first time. Each camper must 
bring a same gender parent/guardian (or call the camp office to dis-
cuss possible options).  Campers will enjoy swimming, recreational 
games, a campfire, and checking out all of the awesome things to do 
at camp.  

FIRST CHANCE CAMP 
This is an exciting 3-day experience for campers going into 3rd or 4th 
grade. It offers a first chance opportunity for kids to get to know the 
camp by themselves. Campers will enjoy swimming, hiking, bible les-
sons, canteen, as well as many other fun-filled activities. 

How can 
we avoid the evils of this world? What should our focus be in life? How can we be people 
of God? These are some of the questions that we will dive into throughout each week of 
camp this summer.

Bring your friends or come make some new ones and 
be rejuvenated at this weekend away from it all. 

MEN’S SUMMIT—September 25-26 
This overnight outing is a great time for any man to get away from a 
busy schedule and be renewed and reinvigorated.  Keynote Speaker: 
Dave Erikson will inspire you to live the life that God has planned 
for you.  Steak dinner on Friday night. 

MARRIAGE RETREAT—October 2-3 
This two day retreat is for couples in any stage of life. Friday evening 
begins with a candlelight dinner followed by sessions that will bring you 
closer to your mate as well as closer to God.  Saturday continues with 
more inspiring sessions and time for the two you to spend together and 
reflect on your relationship.  Couples will be housed in a private room at 
one of the camp’s two lodges.  This event is limited to 16 couples. 

Confirmation, Transfers, & Refunds 
* Campers will receive a confirmation when their registration has been received. An 

informational Dean’s letter will inform campers of event specifics. 
* A $5.00 transfer fee is charged for changing camp weeks. 
* No refunds will be given for cancellations made less than 10 days prior to the camp 

event.  For cancellations made 11-30 days prior to the camp event, 50% of the regis-
tration fee will be refunded.  Cancellations made more than 30 days prior to the event 
will receive a full refund minus a $10 processing fee. 



Camp Rules 
1. All campers must abide by the schedule unless excused by the Camp Dean. 
2. No one is permitted to leave the camp without permission from the Camp Dean & 

the Camp Manager. 
3. The use of tobacco, intoxicants, and illegal drugs is strictly prohibited at Rock 

River Christian Camp. 
4. All clothing must be modest and appropriate.  The following are not allowed: two-

piece or low cut swim suits, clothing with holes in inappropriate places, spaghetti 
straps, clothing with words or illustrations associated with alcohol, drugs, tobacco, 
offensive language, sexual innuendos, or secular rock bands. Shoes or sandals 
must be worn at all times, and clothing must cover all undergarments. Shorts, 
skirts, and swim trunks must cover your fingertips when arms are placed straight 
down at your sides. If any clothing items are in question please do not bring them 
to camp. 

5. Cabin raiding is not permitted. 
6. Any camper causing property damage will be held responsible for the repair/

replacement cost. 
7. All cars are to be parked in specified areas. Vehicles are not to be used within the 

camp area. No tampering or practical jokes are permitted with any vehicle. 
8. The following are NOT allowed at camp: cell phones, pets, weapons, knives, CD 

players, mp3 players (iPod), or fireworks. 

Camper Safety 
· A Trained Medical Personnel will be on duty every week to dispense medication, 

administer first aid, and determine if additional attention is needed. 
· An American Red Cross Certified Lifeguard will be supervising the camp pool at 

all times. 
· Certified facilitators supervise the high ropes course to ensure participants safety. 
· All Staff at Rock River Christian Camp are trained in CPR and First Aid. 

Medications 
All medications must be checked in with the Trained Medical Personnel upon arrival at the 

camp. They must be in their original container marked with the camper’s name.

What to Bring 

EQUESTRIAN CAMP 
This camp is designed with the horse lover in mind. Each day is split between time at Eagle 
Point Horseback Riding Stables and enjoying life at main camp. At the 
stables, campers will learn to ride and groom their horse. At the main 
camp, campers will eat their meals, enjoy the pool, spend time singing, 
and studying their Bible. This is a girls only week of camp and is limited 
to 16 campers. 

PAINTBALL CAMP 
This camp is action packed for a week of fun. Each day is split between time at Eagle Point 

and enjoying camp life. Campers can learn the basics or perfect their 
skills while having tons of fun. Rental gear is available for $30 or you can 
bring your own. Each camper is required to bring 2,000 to 4,000 paint-
balls which are also available for purchase at the camp for $20/1,000. This 
is a boys only week of camp and is limited to 20 campers. 

ADVENTURE CAMP 
This week of camp is not for the weak.  Whether it’s dodging swarms of mosquitoes, ma-
neuvering through the high rope course, belly crawling across a field at night to capture the 
other teams flag, learning to work as a team, or making life long allies, or any of the other 

activities, this week of camp is nothing short of an adventure.  God’s 
Word is applied to our daily lives through personal time with Him, les-
sons, worship, and camp fires as we all become more prepared to make 
our ways through the obstacles of the great adventure we call life.  The 
foundations of this week could save a life—and eternal life. This camp 
uses the Wilderness Camp facilities and is limited to 20 campers 

GIRLS VOLLEYBALL CAMP 
This camp teaches the basics of volleyball as well as helping girls 
perfect their skills. Campers commute to a local indoor gymnasium 
each day and will also enjoy the pool and other main camp facilities. 
This is an all girls camp open to those entering 6th through 9th grade 
and is limited to 40 campers. 

OUTDOOR ADVENTURE CAMP 
This camp is for the outdoor enthusiast. Campers will pack up and head 
to Minnesota for a week of biking and other outdoor adventures while 
enjoying God’s creation.  While in Minnesota, campers will be staying 
at Crossroads College. Each camper will need to bring a well-
maintained bicycle and a helmet. This camp is limited to 16 campers. 

WILDERNESS CAMP 
This camp is for those who enjoy a rustic setting with a more challeng-
ing camping experience.  Campers will stay in 2 Hogans located on the 
edge of the woods where you will experience the great outdoors by 
cooking over an open campfire.  This group will also enjoy some of the 
main camp amenities (pool, shower house, canteen, etc.).  This camp is 
limited 20 campers.

Servants At Work are 13 to 18 year olds who serve at camp for a week or week-
end helping out in the kitchen, dining hall, canteen, or wherever else they are 
needed. When not working they have the opportunity for Bible studies, swim-
ming, playing games, or just hanging out and having fun while making new 
friends.  The benefits of being a SAW are:  Each week served you receive $90 
off of a week of camp and/or each weekend served you receive $42 off of a 
week of camp.  To be considered for the SAW program you must turn in a SAW 
application to the camp office by May 1st, 2009 and attend the mandatory train-
ing on May 8 & 9, 2009.
